And in the poem what

do they do? What do they do?! They dupe all these oysters into following them, and then

they proceed to shuck and devior the helpless creatures en masse. Now I don't know

what that says to you, but what it says to me is that following these faiths, based on 

mythological figures, ensures the destruction of one's inner being. Organized 

religions destroys who we are by inhibiting our actions, by inhibiting our decisions

out of fear of some intangible parental figure, who shakes a finger at us from

thousands of years ago, and says do it and I'll fuckin' spank you! 

Priest: The way you put it... I've never thought of it like that before... what

have I been doing with my life, what am I doing---

Loki: Yeah, I know.  Listen, my advice to you, take this money that you've been 

collecting for your parish? go get yourself a nice suit. Go fix yourself up, find

some woman, find some man that you can connect with, even for a moment. Cause thats

all life is padre, just a series of moments. Why don't you sieze yours?

Priest gets up, lacking confidence.

Loki: That a boy.

Priest keeps walking

Loki: Thaaat a boy.

Bartelbi: You know, here's what I don't get about you. You know for a fact that there

is a god. You've been in his precence he's spoken to you personally, yet I just

heard you claim to be an aetheist...

Loki: I just like to fuck with the clergi man, I just love it, I love to keep

those guys on their toes. Here's what I don't get about you, Why do you feel the

need to come to this place all the time??

Bartelbi: Ah my friend, because this is humanity at its best. Look at that, all that

anger, all that mistrust, all the unhappiness, forgotten, for that one perfect moment

when they get off the plane. See those two? What that guy doesn't know is that that

girl cheated on him while she was away.

Loki: She did?

Bartelbi:  Twice.

Loki: Nice.

Bartelbi: That just doesn't matter right now, because they are both so happy

to be with one another. (beat) I like that. I wish they all would feel that way

more often.

Loki: Is this why I had to come down here man? Is this why I had to miss my fucking 

cartoons? 

Bartelbi starts to pull a piece of paper out of his pocket.

Loki: You call me you tell me it's important. what? to share in your half asses 

obsession of hallmark moments?

Bartelbi: We are going home. Somebody sent us this in the mail.

Loki just stares. Bartelbi unfolds the piece of paper and holds it out in front of loki

Beat.

Bartelbi looks at him.

Bartelbi: Stop staring at me, people will start to think I just broke up with you---

Loki: You said we're going home.

Bartelbi: Read it.

Loki: Cardinal Glick unvailes catholisism wow camplaign. And?

Bartelbi: You have to keep reading.

Loki reads, mouthing the words

Loki: Wait, so all I have to do is walk through this arch thing, and then I can go home?

Bartelbi: Look, walking through the archway, all your sins are forgiven. then... all 

you have to do is die.

Loki: Die?! I don't wanna die!

Bartelbi: Oh you'd rather hand around here for a few more eons?

Loki: No!... We don't even know if we CAN die. Alright, so what if we can!

and then the arch thing doesn't work! What then??? HELL!?! Fuck that. Fuck that--

Bartelbi: That's impossible. If we cut off our wings and transubstantiate to complete,

human form, we become mortal. If we die with clean souls they can't keep us out.

We won't be angels anymore but atleast we'd get to go home.

Beat

Loki: Who sent the paper---?

Bartelbi: WHO CARES WHO SENT THE PAPER!!! All that matters is that after all these

years we found a loophole. He can't us out anymore. And once we get back in I'm sure

it'll be jsut forgive and forget.

Loki: But this---thing, its its its church law, its not divine mandate... church laws

are fallible because they are created by man.

Bartelbi: One of the last sacred promises imparted to Peter

the first Pope by the Son of God before He left

was "Whatever you hold true on earth..."

LOKI

" ...I'll hold true in Heaven."

BARTLEBY

So if the Pope says it's so, God must adhere. This thing has a papel sanction.

LOKI

(beat; extends hand)

Let it never be said that your anal retentive

attention to detail never yielded positive

results.

BARTLEBY

(accepts hand)

You can't be anal retentive if you don't have an

anus.

Loki

Outstanding work!

LOKI

There's just one thing I think I should do before

we leave - something that'll get us back on His

good side.

BARTLEBY

What's that?

Loki smiles and starts rifling through his pockets. He extracts a magazine 

article. 

LOKI

This is something I've been dreaming about for

five years now. Read.

The crumpled article displays a Barney-like gold-hued cow, alongside various 

profit charts and text. 

OC BARTLEBY

(reading)

"Mooby the Golden Calf - Creating an Empire Out of

Simplicity."

Loki wipes his mouth and nods to the article. 

LOKI

I want to hit them.

Bartelbi:

You really are just a simple creature. We finally find a way back and you

want to jeaperdize all that because you have a soft spot for the good

ol' days.

LOKI

What better way to show I've repented than by

resuming the position I denied... thanks to you.

BARTLEBY

I really think a killing spree is gonna make things better for us!!

LOKI

We're not talking about killing here. We're

talking about Divine Justice. We're talking about

punishing the wicked, raining down fire and

brimstone. He's all about that. I just know he'd

want this done.

BARTLEBY

There hasn't been an Angel of Death since you

quit. Doesn't that mean anything to you? Besides,

what if you're wrong like you ALWAYS are?

LOKI

If I'm wrong, which I'm not, it's not gonna matter. we

pass through the arch and we're forgiven no harm no foul.

BARTLEBY

(considering it)

Well... he does hate competition.

(reading article)

And this Mooby definitely falls under that

heading.

LOKI

Where's this church we have to go to?

BARTLEBY

New Jersey. The Rededication is in four days.

LOKI

Our last four days on earth. If I had a dick, I'd

go get laid. But we can do the next best thing.

BARTLEBY

What's that?

LOKI

Let's kill people.
